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Logline:

Christ throws a party from his home in the San Fernando Valley only to discover
Buddha's kid - Rahula the Rapmaster - is being hunted by the mob.

Synopsis:

At one of his occasional get-togethers, Jesus Christ is drinking beer and playing cards
with his friends Abraham, Mary Magdalene, Muhammad, Joanie d’Arc and a leper. A
sharp rapping at the front door introduces Frankie Figger — the mob guy. He’s demanding
the ten large that Rahula the Rapmaster - Buddha's kid — owes his organization.

Buddha challenges Frankie to a grueling, metaphysical ping-pong game ("The bouncing
of the ball, a bubble in a stream, a flash of lightning in a summer cloud...") while his kid
tries to work up the courage to take responsibility for the weirdness he’s gotten himself
involved in. “They got us rooms, drugs, some coin...lots of strange guys out there
though.” This he shares with Lulu, one of the members of his band Roxy Monoxide and
The Floating Corpses, as they smoke cigarettes, drink cheap wine and fall in love.

And love is in the air as Muhammad hits on Joanie, Joanie walks on the other side of the
street with a couple a party girls and Mary starts to fall for Frankie.

Eventually, a really bad guy - The Very Reverend Jerry Falgood - crashes the party, bent
on ushering a few souls to his version of hell. Amidst the physical and existential
conflict, Frankie is forced to make a major life decision, and Christ must confront “the
graves we cannot see” of closed minds.

A few guns, a few jokes, a resurrection and a call to action: "Who’s for dessert?”

Where he
pulled double stand in duty for Elliot Gould and Harvey
Fierstein, and “The Californians” where he (enjoyed? endured?)
the berating of Noah Wylie.

Whitey Broughton - Buddha

Whitey began his acting career iIn theatre at Denison University
in Ohio. He then put the boards in cold storage for forty years
to start, raise and support a family. Along the way he formed
his own real estate company and also served his community of
Upper Arlington, Ohio as i1ts mayor.

He resumed acting in Santa Fe theatre where he also took up
abstract painting. Acting in theatre again Whitey enjoyed many
character roles highlighted by Big Daddy in Cat on a Hot Tin
Roof and Weller Martin In The Gin Game.

In what many would view as an i1ll advised risk for a man of
sixty-two, Whitey decided to move to Los Angeles to pursue the
“big show.” He hit town running like any teenager with stars in
his eyes and proceeded to search for fame and fortune. After
five years on the Hollywood scene Whitey could boast of
membership in both SAG and AFTRA unions. He also booked many TV
appearances including Guest Star roles on Judging Amy, That’s My
Bush and Rude Awakening. He also appeared as a principal in



seven national commercials including clients such as Tylenol,
Sprint and Aetna Insurance. Whitey was cast in several Tilms
including Kingdom Come, Five Days and All of Us.

Roxy Monoxide — Rahula the Rapmaster — Buddha’s kid
LuLu Larceny - LuUuAnn

Roxy Monoxide and LuLu Larceny are gloam glam aliens in the
synthetic punk rio ghoul sleaze band The Floating Corpses. When
not delivering the noise rock cabaret with ghost melodies and
android screams, they are fomenting revolution and the eventual
execution of all top government and corporate leaders. As
founding members of The Freak Mafia, a disorganization bent on
such notions as glamorous anarky and keeping it surreal, they
are diy producers of underground indefinable art and chaos
experimentation. Percusive expansion of the mind, primordial
groves, trans-dimensional journeys and set death boogie help
Till the artificial concept of time for two broke robots. Defy!

PASSION PLAY
Fesus is having a party—and you’re on
the guest list

o hear Ron Schilling tell it, it’s not such an outrageous

idea. “All the big players are there: Buddha,
Muhammad, Joan of Arc,” he says by phone while floating
in his backyard pool on a recent sweltering afternoon.
“They're playing cards, eating chips and drinking.

“Christ,” Schilling declares with confidence, “does
this all the time.”

When Christ Throws a Party, as He is evidently
poised to do (at least on film), Schilling will be there to
script and direct it. Using this proposed 30-minute short
as a “calling card” to getting a larger feature made,
Schilling has put out a wide casting call for extras to
gather on Wednesday, June 30, in Santa Rosa to vie for
honored status at the cinematic blowout Christ regularly
hosts at his fictional suburban tract house in the
San Fernando Valley.

But all is not paradise at Jesus' joint. Buddha's
son, Rahula the Rapmaster, has borrowed some heavy
coin from Frankie the Gangster (played by Sonoma County
Repertory Theatre co-director Scott Phillips) and can’t
pay it back. “Buddha’s kid is just trying to figure out who
he is," Schilling says empathetically. “But the movie is
really about Frankie the Gangster. Why is his normal way
of fucking with people not working here?”

Because he's, um, at a party at Christ's house?

“Yeah," Schilling replies deeply, making a small
splashing sound with his hand. “But the real bad guy is
the Rev. Jerry Fallgood, Frankie's boss. He can tell that
Frankie's as weak as a Quaker.”

With a cast composed of such professionals as
Phillips as well as volunteers and amateurs, including a
homeless Occidental man who has bravely agreed to play
Abraham, Christ Throws a Party is not, Schilling
underscores, just “a bunch of clichés. We want to find the
humaness of each of the characters.” Furthermore,
Schilling thinks the production may be touched by
greatness. “I think that this is going to make a bitof a
dent in the short-film world,” he says with confidence.

Auditions for Christ Throws a Party are scheduled
for Wednesday, June 30, 1-3pm at Video Droid,
